Potassium Sulphate and 

Amaranth). We put the 

Monoammonium 

Phosphate in the hot water 

and mixed it until it 

dissolved and left it there 

for 30 min to cool. Next we 

poured it into different sized 

containers and added the 

colour of our 

choice.  

We left it in a 

warm room for 

up to a week. I 

found it really 

fun to see how they had grown over the 

days.ò
